Your AAFP Foundation had an outstanding Assembly in  
San Diego while hosting Dinner, VIP events, the Auction, 
Sweepstakes, and Estate Planning Sessions. 

The 2013 Annual Recognition Dinner was held 
Thursday, September 26 at the US Grant Hotel to honor the 
Foundation’s most dedicated donors. The Philanthropist of the 
Year, Outstanding Program, and AAFP Outstanding Service 
awards were presented. Keynote speaker Viola Davis, a Tony 
Award winning actress, shared her personal story of growing 
up in poverty to become one of today’s most accomplished 
and celebrated actors. As part of the Annual Recognition Din-
ner the following awards were presented:

The Philanthropist of the Year Award is presented to an individual who shows financial support, 
volunteers or serves in a leadership role, encourages philanthropy in others, and is philanthropic in his/
her own community. The 2013 Philanthropists of the Year, Dr. Lanny and Mica Copeland, took a major 
interest in Haiti immediately following the earthquake in 2010 and initiated the LifePoint Disaster Relief 
Fund through LifePoint Hospitals, where Dr. Copeland served as Chief Medical Officer. The fund raised 
more than $110,000 to help Haitians in need of medical attention and basic living supplies. Dr. Copeland 
has made several trips to Haiti following the earthquake to treat patients.

The Outstanding Program of the Year Award was presented to the Illinois Academy of Family Physi-
cians Foundation for the inaugural Family Medicine Midwest (FMM) Collaborative and Conference. The 
IAFP Foundation engaged leaders from Midwest states and turned the FMM concept into a reality in 
only 18 months. The conference provided three days of education on current topics through hands-on 
workshops, linked medical students with residency programs, plus provided practicing physicians with 
networking opportunities with their Midwest peers. 

The Outstanding Service Award is the Academy’s highest honor for recognition of vendors, suppliers, and 
companies or their employees who support the medical profession.
